JOINT STATEMENT

Background

The impetus for this joint statement has come from the publications On Track: Knowing where we are going
(2015) and Closing the Loop (2016), both of which call for a major change to the way mental health and
addiction services are delivered in New Zealand.

The relationship between NGOs and primary health care is already changing. Both parties recognise the need
for system transformation, and are supportive of the innovative models of community care that are already
beginning to emerge in different localities in response to increased need, but we also know that we can do
even better.

We are convinced that we can accelerate the process of change by working together in a way that enhances
each other’s skills and expertise, in accordance with our own values, for the benefit of the people that use
our services.
